Innovation grows on the farm

As infatuated as T am with old barns and
windmills, 'm equally captivated by rows of
young corn plants that don’t overlap at the
end rows, a pleasing visual credited to satel-
lite technology and automatic planter row
shutofts. Photographs of our farm’s old barns
decorate walls of the farm office, where the
top of a weathered windmill also backdrops
my desk. The newest canvas print on the wall
shows modern machines harvesting biotech
crops near the solar panels that help power
our grain drying and storage.

We fondly respect the farm’s nostalgic
qualities as well as the generations of in-
novation that have improved the farm and
likewise the world. “Innovation grows here”

and represents the topic of a new docuse-
ries at the Illinois Farm Families web site
WatchUsGrow.org. As a kid, my grandpa
remembers farming with horses to grow
feed for his own livestock. He retired with
hands-free, satellite-guided steering in a
high-horsepower tractor to grow grain and
oilseed for a global market.

Innovation on the farm leaps signifi-
cantly one generation to the next, just as
smartphones, online shopping, and Zoom
have changed modern life. Satellite-guided
machinery drives with greater accuracy than
car navigation systems to precisely place
seed and nutrients. Seed biotechnology pro-
duces more crops with fewer inputs and less
environmental impact. Farmers grow clean-
er-burning fuel from corn and soybeans, a
local-grown, renewable resource producing
more than 1.7 billion gallons of renewable
biofuels in Illinois alone.

Modern livestock farmers tell me about
smarter barns that automatically control
air quality or customize feed rations based
on scans of an animal’s identification tag.
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At our grain storage facility, my brother
controls grain drying and monitors grain
temperature from his tablet. We can observe
solar energy production from an app, watch
market prices on the go, and receive alerts
when hail potentially damages crops in a
field miles away from the home farm.

Evolving farm practices that improve the
bottom line often benefit the environment,
a reason innovation will continue. Our farm
planted more cover crops than ever in fall
2020. Ground cover of cereal rye, balansa
clover and radish (the type to reduce soil
compaction, not eat) grow in fields to con-
trol erosion and hold nutrients in place un-
til we plant the next crop.

When our kids schooled remotely during
harvest, we had plenty of cab time to talk
technology and how their great-grandpar-
ents farmed. The older ones learned to drive
a tractor with a modern-day transmission,
too. The experiences strengthen their re-
spect for the farm, its history, and the inno-
vation that helps fulfill our duty to leave the
land better than we found it.

Since moving some of the cattle to our
house, the rascals had gotten out at least
once a week for over a month. My farmer
felt so defeated. He had put in extra hours
that day, up early to get equipment work-
ing and getting loads hauled in before the
weekend. He thought he had really set
them up for success by giving them plenty
of land to roam, building a decent fence,
and getting plenty of corn ready.

But despite his best efforts, his plan con-
tinued to fail.

Around this time each year, my new
year’s resolution is met with the same fail-
ure:

Goal a New Year’'s Reality

The resolution: we make “a firm deci-
sion to do or not do something” (according
to Oxford English Dictionary), and we're
convinced we can make it an entire year
without breaking that resolution, often to
be sorely disappointed after our first big
setback.

ing your face with Christmas candy today?
Don't give yourself a pass; try again, right
now! Throw the half-eaten candy in the
trash. Or finish it, but then have a family
member hide the rest. When we accept that
mistakes will be made on the journey to
our end goal, we don’t have to waste time
beating ourselves up or giving in at every
setback. We grant ourselves some grace,
and then try again.

Change your strategy. Ultimately, set-
backs are a sign that your plan might need
adjusted.

After
some frustration, we tried again. Turns out
barbed wire was a better plan! It doesn’t
matter how many times you make changes,
as long as you're creating a better plan that
will lead you to your goal.

Think about what’s going right instead
of focusing on what’s going wrong. Instead
of getting a disappointing phone call every

lllinois Farm Bureau Members Meet Virtually to Set Policy

Mlinois Farm Bureau successfully held
its 106th Business Meeting in an entirely
virtual format to conduct its annual busi-
ness session and set policy for the upcom-
ing year.

Traditionally, the IFB Annual Meeting is
held at the historic Palmer House hotel in
Chicago over a four-day period. Thousands
of members, farmer delegates, staff mem-
bers and spouses travel upstate for an ex-
tended weekend of policy debate, network-
ing and celebration of the year’s successes.

The event was taken entirely virtual - a
first for the organization - in 2020.

“Pandemic mitigation measures made it
clear early on that we would not be able to
hold our annual meeting in the same capac-
ity that our members look forward to,” said
IFB President Richard Guebert Jr. “While a
live virtual event is not ideal for our busi-
ness session, this is our best solution dur-
ing circumstances that limit face-to-face
gatherings, which we know our members
prefer”

The meeting kicked off with the
President’s Address, in which President
Guebert acknowledged the accomplish-
ments of the organization during the trying
times of the pandemic.

“I'm proud of how Farm Bureau shifted
and adjusted to continue serving our mem-
bers,” Guebert said.

Delegates voted on policy submittals vir-
tually this year using an electronic balloting
process. This action concluded prior to the
start of the Saturday business meeting.

Due to the bulk of policy discussion tak-
ing place ahead of time, delegates were able
to approve policy resolutions during the
live business session and present the final-
ized 2021 policy book.

Voting delegates for the meeting, total-
ing 336, decided on policy surrounding

small business liability, crop protection,
requiring notifications from highway au-
thority, and dairy policy. The language of
these approved policies will be forwarded
to American Farm Bureau Federation for
consideration during their upcoming an-
nual meeting.

A recommendation for the creation of a
Livestock Working Group was also submit-
ted to the IFB board of directors for consid-
eration. This group would focus on recent
pricing issues and price disparity seen
within the livestock industry this year.

“Each year our policy book receives a
full review by our delegates, a process that
starts months before the annual meeting,”
said Executive Director of Governmental
Affairs and Commodities Mark Gebhards.
“While we were not able to gather in per-
son this year to debate policy changes in-
person, we have adapted to make sure our
members’ voices are still heard”

Approximately 880 IFB members and
staff attended the meeting virtually. County
awards and several annual awards were sus-
pended this year.

“While I was disappointed we could not
meet in person, 'm impressed with how
our county Farm Bureaus, delegates, direc-
tors and staff responded to make the virtual
business session a success,” Guebert said.

To finish up the day, delegates confirmed
four new members to the IFB board of di-
rectors and five incumbent directors.

Don Meyer of Amboy in Lee County will
represent District 4, which includes LaSalle,
Lee and Bureau counties. Keith Mussman of
St. Anne in Kankakee County will represent
District 6, which includes Ford-Iroquois,
Kankakee and Livingston counties. Richard
Carroll of Brimfield in Peoria County will
represent District 8, which includes Fulton,
Knox, Peoria and Warren-Henderson coun-

ties. Larry Dallas of Tuscola in Douglas
County will represent District 12, which
